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Predmluva ke ¢tenarim

Tato kniha povidek vznikla na podkladé soudnich pfipad( a je urcena stfedné pokrocilym studen-
tam anglického jazyka. Lze ji zafadit mezi knihy zjednodusené cetby (simplified reading), které jsou
vhodnym doplrikovym materidlem pfi studiu angli¢tiny. Mohou ji pouzivat samouci pfi individu-
alnim studiu, ale také studenti pfi skupinové vyuce.

Anglické povidky jsou doplnény zrcadlovym ¢eskym prekladem, coz umoznuje studen-
tim prekladat text nejprve z angli¢tiny do ¢estiny a potom naopak a svou verzi prekladu si hned
porovnat s textem v knize. Povidky déle provazi kontrolni otazky na porozuméni cetbé ¢i podnéty
k samostatnému Ustnimu projevu. Za kazdou povidkou jsou stru¢né vysvétleny klicové gramatické
jevy, které jsou doplnény vzorovymi vétami z textu povidky. Vybrana frazova slovesa slouZi k jejich
snadnéjsimu nacviku a zapamatovani. Frazova slovesa i gramatické formy vysvétlené v dané ka-
pitole si mohou studenti procvi¢it v Fadé nasledujicich gramatickych cvi¢eni. Redeni ke cvi¢enim
jsou uvedena v kli¢i na konci knihy.

Kniha In the Name of Revenge je originalni verzi a osudy osob, které prozily tyto ptibéhy, jsou
poprvé publikovany v knizni podobé. Prestoze povidky nemaji pravé vesely déj a kondi tragic-
ky, jisté zaujmou Ctenare, ktefi ¢tou radi poutavé pribéhy plné emoci, jez zinscenoval sam zivot.
