LESSON 1

tvoii minuly ¢as i pficesti minulé koncovkou -ed, nepravidelna slovesa
maji své specifické tvary, které si musime zapamatovat. V kazdém
slovniku je v seznamu nepravidelnych sloves u kazdého slovesa uveden
tvar minulého Casu i1 pricesti minulého, jez jsou z hlediska tvofeni
anglickych slovesnych tvari stejné dulezité. Nékdy je tvar minulého asu
totozny s tvarem pticesti minulého, nékdy se lisi. Nepravidelnych sloves
je vice nez 100. Je zapotiebi naucit se jejich tvary pouzivat ve vétach a
procvicovat je tak dlouho, dokud se nam nezacnou vybavovat zcela
automaticky bez  premysleni.  Spojime-li  perfektni  znalost
nepravidelnych sloves se spravnym uZzivanim anglickych slovesnych
tvarti a Casti, nas Gstni projev pak bude sebevédomy, plynuly a bezchybny.
