HIV attacks certain
cells of the immune system, which
results in immune deficiency and the
occurrence of opportunistic infecti-
ons and cancers. syndrom ziskaného
selhdni imunity, AIDS: chronické
infek¢éni onemocnéni zptisobené lid-
skym virem poSkozujicim imunitni
system HIV. HIV napadd urcité buri-
ky imunitniho systému a zpisobuje
imunitni nedostate¢nost, oportunni
infekce a maligni nadory.

An
acute abdomen typically indicates
a disease requiring surgical interven-
tion. bficho akutni, ndhld pfihoda
biisni: stav s ndhlym zac4tkem boles-
ti bficha, zvracenim, meteorismem
a svalovym drdzdénim, vyzadujici
okamZitou diagnézu. Akutni bficho
v typickém pfipadé oznacuje onemoc-
néni vyzadujici chirurgicky zdsah.

acute ascending paralysis: obrna
ascendentni (postupujici od koncetin
k hlavé) akutni

acute benign lymphocytic meningitis:

rélni (zanét sliznice nosu se seréznim
exuddtem) akutni

acute chorea: chorea akutni, chorea
Syndenhamova, abnormdlni mimo-
volni pohyb

acute congestive glaucoma: sudden in-
crease in intraocular pressure, caused
by closure of the anterior angle of the
eye, due to iris block with pupillary
block, iris block without pupillary
block, or ciliary block. Symptoms
include headache, vision disorder,
hardening of the eyeball, and une-
qual pupils. glaukom méstnavy akut-
ni: ndhlé zvySeni nitroo¢niho tlaku,
zplsobené uzdvérem piedniho tGhlu
postiZzeného oka, z divodu blokddy
duhovky s blokddou zornice, blokd-
dy duhovky bez blokddy zornice nebo
blokddy fasnatého téliska. Projevuje
se bolestmi hlavy, poruchami vidéni,
ztlu§tovanim o¢ni bulvy a nestejnou
velikosti zornic.

acute exudative pericarditis: zanét
osrde¢niku akutni exsudativni, peri-
karditida akutni exsudativni

acute febrile neutrophilic derma-
tosis: dermat6za febrilni neutrofilni
akutni, Sweettiv syndrom, kozni one-
mocnéni s nahle vzniklou horeckou,
leukocytézou a ohrani¢enymi papu-
lami na ktizi

acute fulminating meningococcal
septicemia: sepse meningokokové
fulminantni akutni, Waterhouse-Fri-
drichsentiv syndrom

acute gastritis: zanét Zaludku akutni

acute heart failure: selhdni srde¢ni

acute hemorrhagic pancreatitis: pan-
kreatitida hemoragicka akutni

acute hepatitis: acute inflammatory
reaction of the liver, usually caused
by viruses, bacteria, protozoa, or
other pathogenic microorganisms,
or by toxic substances. Symptoms
include elevated liver function tests,
endocrine disturbances, enlargement
of the liver, and eventually pain and
jaundice. hepatitida akutni: akutni
